Throughout the book, the author draws
upon his personal experiences as a first-generation college student from a small coalmining town in rural
West Virginia. Both scholarly and personal, the book blends critical theory, ethnographic research, and
personal narrative to demonstrate how family work histories and community expectations both shape and
limit the academic goals of potential Appalachian college students.
